*PLEASE NOTE™ THE Town of Wilton did not receive money from FEMA. The Yard
Debris Program will continue as directed below. Please disregard that information in
the letter received from County Waste as it does not apply to Town of Wilton residents.

Pick-up will begin April 1, 2009 and will end on November 25, 2009.

County Waste will be collecting yard waste from all Town of Wilton residents every Wednesday or
Saturday depending on where you live. The pick-up routes are the same as last season. If you need to know
what day your pick-up is, please call Nancy Riely at 587-1939 ext 239.

If you enjoy a Wednesday pick-up there is no need to call the Town Hall.

Saturday pick-ups will be on an as needed basis and you will need to call. If
your pick-up is on Saturday, you will need to call Nancy Riely at the Town Hall
(587-1939 ext 239) by Wednesday to enjoy a Saturday pick-up. Please be advised
there will be NO Saturday pick-ups if there are not enough pick-ups scheduled.

There will be no limit to the amount of material placed for pick-up provided the following rules are complied

with:

L NO PLASTIC BAGS. ONLY BROWN PAPER BIODEGRADABLE LAWN & LEAF BAGS WILL BE
ACCEPTED. These are available at local retailers. TRASH CANS ARE NOT ALLOWED.

S BRUSH MUST BE CUT, BUNDLED AND TIED into 4’ lengths. All Brush must be less than 3” in

diameter. No limbs, trunks or stumps. You may place brush in the brown paper bags. TRASH CANS
ARE NOT ALLOWED.

L ALL MATERIAL MUST BE PLACED CURBSIDE THE NIGHT BEFORE YOUR SCHEDULED
PICK-UP. However, to keep streets and lawns neat and clean, please do not place yard waste out
until the night before your scheduled pick-up. There will be no return trips made for late put-outs or
for improperly prepared material.

% Please remember NO VACUUM TRUCKS WILL PICK-UP LEAVES. If you wish to have your
leaves collected, you must place them in the brown paper leaf bags.
